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There is no collective practice, identity or meeting place – new age religions tend to be privatised and individualistic. Heelas calls them self-religions as a result. 


Membership of new age religions are not the product of religious socialisation or conversion – individuals choose to buy and consume the spiritual service –their actions are not shaped by God, theology or other members of the religion. 

There is no theology – a well-developed set of beliefs encapsulated in holy texts. New age beliefs tend to be loose and again fairly vague in character.
 

They have no clear leadership, hierarchy, bureaucracy and often no parent organisation. They are usually part of a very loose and informal network of like-minded people. 

They are not monotheistic – they do not involve the worship of God. Some make a reference to the supernatural but it is often vague and ambiguous
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
